
Adult Responsibilities Guideline





61st Annual WI-UM District Leadership Conference (DCON), March 3-5, 2017





Each chaperon shall be 25 years or older; or fall into one of the following categories: current Kiwanis member, current Faculty Advisor, or a school requested representative.  (Current Circle K members of any age cannot Chaperon at a Key Club event.)  





It is recommended that male Advisors/Chaperones should not be in a conference hotel room alone with a female student, and female Advisors/Chaperones should not be in a conference hotel room alone with a male student.  At all times, adults will try to follow the “rule of three” when attending District Key Club events.





All Advisors/Chaperones agree to publicly support the WIUM District Administrative team with regard to policies, curfews, and rules set forth in the WIUM District Leadership Conference Code of Conduct guidelines. 





No alcoholic beverages or illegal drug use, with the exception of prescribed medication, will be permitted.     





Adults are expected to attend all sessions, as well as all Key Club members under their supervision.  Adults and students are expected to remain onsite throughout the duration of the event.  





All student members are under the supervision and protection of the Advisors/Chaperones.  Advisors/Chaperones are responsible to comply with and enforce the Conference Code of Conduct, and uphold the rules of behavior of any/all students.  Infractions of the Code of Conduct will be immediately reported to the WIUM District Administrators and/or Adult Sgt At Arms Committee for review and possible consequences (which could be as serious as club removal from the event to behavioral warnings).  





If students wish to use the pool area, they must request permission and be chaperoned by an adult chaperone from their school.





Advisors/Chaperones will be responsible for their own club’s room bed-checks each evening at midnight.





Advisors/Chaperones will be expected to help with at least one Sergeant at Arms shift over and above the bed-checks done at midnight.  Options are elevator duty, dance duty, and/or evening hall monitor.  Please complete the Advisor Sgt. at Arms form.





Students are not allowed out of their rooms after curfew without a chaperone/Advisor under any circumstances.  Advisors will need to pay for and pick up pizza delivery orders that arrive after midnight.





Advisors/Chaperones will be responsible for their Key Club member’s adherence to the dress code as set by the Key Club District Board.  Torn jeans, flip flops, cross-dressing, pencil skirts, or revealing apparel will not be tolerated as Key Club appropriate.  Girls may want to bring sweaters for formal wear as meeting room temperatures are kept very cool.





Schools will be responsible for broken or stolen items from their hotel rooms.
